     According to the U.S. Office of Consumer Affairs 

fraudulent operations take in about $100 billion a 

year, and seniors are among the most commonly tar-

geted.  They often have more leisure time and some 

may fill this time by reading the mail and taking 

phone calls or visits from strangers offering money 

saving deals or big cash prizes. If they are alone or in  

failing   health,   seniors    may    respond warmly   to               

     Its always good to visit with Darlene Cotton.
